INAB offers accreditation of biobanks to the
standard, ISO 20387:2018 and is ready to take
applicants.

ISO 20387 “Biotechnology - Biobanking - general
requirements for biobanks”, is related to the operation

to biological material intended for food/feed
production, laboratories undertaking analysis for
food/feed production, and/or therapeutic use.
